OBG ADOPTION CHECKLIST

***FOSTERS: Please review this checklist before the adopter takes the dog home***

( 

Adoption application must be approved by Adoption Coordinator or other designee.  

(

Homecheck must be approved (with any required modifications to the home/fence completed).  

(

Foster folder, containing medical records and info on care of dog, should be given to adopter.   
Be sure to remove any information that identifies the dog’s original owner and papers intended for the foster.

(

Medicines/medical instructions and food instructions should be reviewed with adopter.

(

Contact information (phone and email) should be exchanged between foster and adopter.

(

Adopter must have pet ID for the dog’s new collar. Collar, tag and leash should be returned to OBG.  
(

Review with adopters that they need to take their new dog to their own vet within 7 days of adoption.  Adopter mails the proof of vet visit to: OBG PO Box 62 Spencerville, MD 20868 
(A pre-addressed envelope should be in foster folder) 
(
 
Review with adopter that we hold the contract and check for 2 weeks.  The adoption fee is refundable during the first 14 days.  
(

Review with adopters that they can expect their copy of the adoption contract to be emailed to them after the first 14 days are over.  A certificate of adoption will also be emailed.  
(
  Explain that the microchip will be transferred to the adopter after 14 days.
(
 Review with adopters that if they ever need to surrender the dog for any reason throughout the life of the dog, the dog must come back to OBG.

(
 
If the dog needs a procedure (e.g. cherry eye, cataract surgery) and the adopter agrees to take the dog before the procedure is complete, the procedure must be done at a vet specified by OBG, unless previously approved to go elsewhere.  This must be noted in the contract (#24).  
(
 
All four (4) pages of adoption contract are to be completed / signed when the adopters take dog. 
Tip: This is a legal document and adopters must sign in 3 places, all marked with a big arrow.  
Important: Adoption contract and check must be received before the dog is released to the adopter – NO EXCEPTIONS!

Check for $350 should be payable to “OBG Cocker Rescue” ($600 if two dogs are adopted).

Foster must mail all paperwork and check to:  Donna Keffer 11341 Bishops Gate Lane, Laurel, MD 20723

Email adoptstatus@cockerspanielrescue.com to let them know that your foster dog has been adopted.  Please include the adopter’s name and address, as well as photo of happy family for Facebook, if possible.

Please contact the adoptive home within a week to check on how the dog is doing.
Note: This form does not go the new home.
